Children confidently communicate the learning behaviours and teachers observe children demonstrating the behaviours in lessons and competitions.

Children demonstrated an improvement in behaviours such as independence and resilience. Children are more engaged and confident when participating in a range of activities.



Climbing wall provides opportunities for children to use different skills and engage more.




Children have taken part in various clubs such as lacrosse and boxing which exposes them to wider opportunities. Positive feedback has been received from both parents and pupils regarding the variety of sports available and the improvement of skills.


Children have an increased understanding of the sports and activities that they have learnt about throughout the year. Engagement has increased across the school. Pupil voice state that majority of pupils enjoy their PE sessions and look forward to them. This has also seen an progression in skills relating to various sports and fitness. 


Invested in the resources for the outdoor area in EYFS/Year 1. Children’s gross motor skills have increased and their confidence to engage with the activities and resources independently.


Children are actively involved with PE coach during lunch times in small groups to focus on certain skills. Pupil voice tells us that they enjoy the lunch time activities and that it gives them more confidence to engage further in their PE lessons. This has created an inclusive ethos amongst the children in sport and PE across the school. 

Children have been exposed to a variety of activities. There has been an increase with children attending sports clubs to continue with these opportunities as pupil voice tells us that children have been inspired by the activities on offer. This has created an inclusive ethos amongst the children in sport and PE across the school and has promoted wider values of teamwork and belonging.

All Year 5 pupils made play-leaders and now support younger year groups at lunchtime and active break. This role will continue into Year 6.



Staff came back enthused and knowledgeable from a half term of CPD training. From learning walks, the teaching of PE has greatly improved and from staff voice, it tells us that the teachers are more confident to deliver both the skills and knowledge needed for each lesson.


Children have an increased confidence and  understanding of sporting activities and the theory behind them including their own physical health. 





Children have had the opportunity to play a number of football matches against other schools building on team work, resilience and enthusiasm within the sport.


The plug has been arranged to be installed ready for the next academic year. A plan has been devised to obtain a swimming pool aiming at the summer term. Contingency plan to book swimming through local authority for Spring/Summer term.


Sports Day and Intra –House competitions demonstrated an improvement in behaviours such as independence, confidence, teamwork and resilience. Developed a competitive ethos amongst the houses and promoted sportsmanship and inclusivity amongst all year groups.
