Daresbury Primary School  has developed this Equality Statement to help us to meet its Public Sector Equality Duty (PSED) under the Equality Act 2010.

The Equality Act makes it unlawful to treat someone differently, either through direct or indirect discrimination, harassment, and victimisation or by failing to make a reasonable adjustment for a disabled person.

[bookmark: _Hlk149924556]Daresbury Primary School  is bound by the PSED to have due regard to the need to eliminate unlawful discrimination, harassment, and victimisation, and to promote equality of opportunity.
The specific duty on Daresbury Primary School  is to:
publish information to demonstrate how Daresbury Primary School  are complying with the PSED; and,
to prepare and publish equality objectives.

In fulfilling the legal obligations cited above, Daresbury Primary School  are guided by the following principles:-
Principle 1: All pupils are of equal value
Daresbury Primary School  see all pupils and potential pupils, and their parents and carers, as of equal value:
whether or not they are disabled;
whether or not they are pregnant or away on maternity related absence;
whatever their ethnicity, culture, national origin or national status;
whatever their gender and gender identity;
whatever their religious or non-religious affiliation or faith background; and,
whatever their sexual identity.
Principle 2: Daresbury Primary School  recognises and respect difference

Daresbury Primary School ’s policies, procedures and activities must not discriminate but must nevertheless take account of differences of life-experience, outlook and background, and in the kinds of barriers and disadvantages which people may face, in relation to:
disability, so that reasonable adjustments are made;
ethnicity, so that different cultural backgrounds and experiences of prejudice are recognised;
gender and gender identity, so that the different needs and experiences of girls and boys, women and men, and those who have reassigned their gender are all recognised;
pregnancy and maternity, so that the differing needs of pregnant pupils and new mothers can be recognised; 
religion, belief or faith background; or,
sexual identity.
Principle 3: Daresbury Primary School  fosters positive attitudes and relationships, and a shared sense of cohesion and belonging

women and men, girls and boys, and those who have reassigned their gender; 
pregnant pupils and new mothers, and those with relevant experiences; and,
both women and men, and both girls and boys.
People of different sexual orientation [note this information may not be as readily available].
Principle 7: Daresbury Primary School bases its policies and practices on sound evidence
